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A New Lahyani Inscription from the Inscriptions of Offerings to the God
Dhii-Ghaiba from Site of Al Khraibah (Dadan) in Al-Ula, Kingdom of
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Abstract

This study investigates of a new dedicatory Lihyan inscription foundin the site of Al Khraibah (Dadan)
in the Al-Ula Governorate, Northwest of Saudi Arabia. Which occupies a strategic location at the
ancient route of trade that used to connect the southern part of the Arabian Peninsula with Syria, Egypt,
and Mesopotamia. The significance of the inscription under study stems is attributed to the fact that it
is new, and from its inclusion of a new noun (‘bd hrg) which did not occur in Lahyani or ancient Arabian
inscriptions, dates back to the late period of the Lahyan Kingdom, that is, between the third and first
centuries BC. Written on a rectangular red sandstone rock block, surmounted by a semi-circular block
installed in the stone that represents the base of the copper statue presented to the god Dhii-Ghaiba. The
research also covered a discusses all the words of the inscription and the names contained therein, both
those which are already known and the ones which are mentioned for the first time, and comparing
them with their parallels in ancient Arabian inscriptions, other Semitic languages, and the Arab heritage.
